Dear Parents/Guardians,

We are members of Weber Middle School’s Compact for Learning Committee. The Compact for Learning is a state-mandated program in which each school creates a site-based team comprised of parents, teachers, other school personnel and administrators. This team’s purpose is to participate in shared decision making in order to improve educational opportunities and performance of all students, and to enhance collaboration among the participants in the educational process.

One of the issues we have decided to address this year is the dangerous traffic and student drop-off situation on and around Port Washington Blvd. between Bogart Avenue and Campus Drive.

We have met with Assistant Police Chief James Salerno, Detective Anthony Guzzello and Commissioner Angela Lawler Mullins of the Port Washington Police Department. In addition, Mr. James Ristano, Director of Buildings and Grounds for the district was at our meeting. We have devised a multi-pronged plan to address this very important issue.

First, let us remind you that the only drop-off and pick-up zone is on Bogart Avenue and Orchard Street by the chain at the end of the lane that runs behind the school. A crossing guard is stationed at that location.  No drop offs are permitted in the Weber Circle, on Campus Drive or the Flower Hill Driveway between 7:20 and 8:10 a.m.  In addition, it is illegal and dangerous to double park on Port Washington Blvd. to discharge students.  Dropping off students at the Chase Bank ATM driveway is also prohibited. 
· Starting on April 11, 2011, a school security guard will be stationed at the Weber Circle driveway to prohibit entrance to the circle.

· Port Washington Police will be ticketing drivers who double park on Port Washington Blvd. in order to drop off students. 

· On March 16, 2011, a short, lunch-time, assembly program featuring Detective Guzzello reminded students of the drop-off rules. 

· Walkers (students who are not dropped off on Bogart Avenue) will enter Weber either through the main doors opposite the auditorium or the doors in the Flower Hill Wing.

· A Connect-Ed message will go out on the evening of April 8, 2011 to remind you of the of the drop-off  procedures.
It is our sincere hope that this plan will both protect our students and alleviate some of the congestion that occurs each morning on Port Washington Blvd. and Campus Drive. 
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
